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Japanese culture column @ Each culture has its own customs
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Failure to give prior notice when you are late or absent from work can get you in
trouble with your employer.
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Seniority system* Respect your elders and seniors
In Japanese society, elders and those with longer experi-
ence are seen as “people with a longer history of contribut-
ing to society”, so they tend to be respected more than
youngsters and those with less experience. That's why new
employees are given such chores as cleaning as part of
their preparatory training. At schools, etc., it's best to use
polite expressions when speaking to your seniors.

* The “Seniority system” means:
A system where positions and wages at the workplace are de-
cided based on the length of service and age.
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Human relationships

When meeting new people, Japanese people tend to inter-
act in a reserved manner, keeping a certain distance. It may
take some time to work through the process from being
“acquaintances”, then “friends”, and finally to “best friends”,
before establishing a relationship in which each of you can
clearly express your true feelings.
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Harmony is revered*

Japanese people, who cherish cooperativeness, tend to
avoid quarrels as much as possible. In their daily life, even
when they get in trouble, they rarely seem to shout loudly
and argue with each other. In this country, it's important to
pause for a minute and then discuss and compromise with
each other in a peaceful manner.

“Harmony is revered” means:

* People get along with each other—this is the most valuable and
important thing in this world.

Advice from sempai |

In Japan, you can build better relationships with
others by refraining from expressing your opinion
directly. Instead, try using less assertive phrases
like “it might be a good idea to...”

Be careful about ambiguous expressions

Japanese people sometimes use ambiguous expressions. It is often
the case that, in order not to offend others, people try not to say “yes”
or “no” clearly, and instead read each other's intentions through their
facial expressions and the context of the conversation. In Japanese
culture, it's a virtue to convey your message modestly and implicitly
rather than to express your opinion directly.

When you're not used to this form of communication, you may expe-
rience difficulty understanding Japanese expressions that can have
two completely different meanings. For example, the phrase “kekkou
desu” can be used to say “yes” or “na”. If you hear some vague ex-
pression when talking to someone, it may be best for you to frankly
confim the meaning immediately.

Advice from sempai |

A Japanese acquaintance of mine once said “let's
go out for tea sometime”, but we never actually
did. Later | found out that the Japanese expression
“Let's ... sometime” is just a friendly expression
used when exchanging greetings. This is the just
same among Japanese people too.

Speaking polite Japanese brings advantages
In Japan, where good manners are highly appreciated, people use
a polite way of speaking (keigo) when addressing superiors such as
customers, their bosses, and sempai. By using polite expressions,
you can make a good impression on others. Japanese people tend
to respond politely to foreigners who speak polite language-which
means honorific expressions have their uses! Of course, make sure
to be sincere when you speak instead of just using polite language
for the sake of it.

Advice from sempai |

For some Japanese people, foreign languages—
even if spoken in ordinary tones—may sound
noisy because of their rhythms and sounds.
Japanese people are not used to this, and
often say they think foreigners sound angry.
That's why | try to make a better impression by
speaking softly and slowly.
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Some helpful tips from sempai
Basic rules for living in Japan

Good manners are a passport to living in a
global society

Our streets—both roads and sidewalks—are public spaces.
When walking in a group, don’t spread out across the whole
sidewalk. Avoid leaving your bicycle or putting advertising
displays on the street because they get in the way of pedes-
trians, and might also hamper ambulances and fire engines
when there’s an emergency.

Also, refrain from littering on the street. Remember that
community residents clean the streets in front of their hous-
es and shops on a voluntary basis. Now, you're a member
of that community! The first step in good manners is not of-
fending others. Everyone is watching you to see if you have
good manners.

Advice from sempai |

If you don’t mind your manners, others might form
a bad impression of people from your country and
foreign residents in general. Remember to show
good manners for the sake of other people from
your country who will come to Japan in the future.

@ Littering or smoking on the street is banned by ordi-
nance. You may be fined up to 20,000 yen if you litter in
a “designated beautification priority area” near Shinjuku
Station.

@ Smoking as you walk is the same as carrying fire in your
hand. This can be especially dangerous for children
because a cigarette is held at the eye level of a child. Do
not smoke on the street.

@ You may be fined up to 10 million yen for illegal dumping.

@ Even if you find bicycles or other things left on the street
and they seem not to belong to anyone, you can’t use
them without the owner’s permission.

Riding your bicycle under the influence of alco-
holis prohibited.
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Punishable by up to five years in jail or a fine of up to ¥1,000,000
(in the case of riding under the influence of alcohol).
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Riding your bicycle with a passenger is prohibited.
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Always observe the traffic rules

Bicycles are a convenient means of transportation. How-
ever, cyclists have been involved in serious collisions with
pedestrians. If you cause or become a victim of a collision,
do your best to handle the situation without panicking. Even
if you become involved in an accident, your right to protect
yourself is respected.

As a rule, you should ride your bicycle on the left side of the
road. Since pedestrians have the right of way on the side-
walk, if you must ride past a pedestrian, ride slowly on the
side closest to road traffic. Get off your bicycle and walk it
through the crowd. If you repeatedly ride your bicycle dan-
gerously, you will have to attend a bicycle safety class and
pay a fee to do so.

Furthermore, if you leave your bicycle on the street, it will
be removed for being illegally parked. You will need to pay
a handling fee to reclaim your bike. When parking your bi-
cycle, be sure to use a proper bicycle parking lot.

Five rules to observe when

riding a hicycle

1. In principle, bicycles are to be ridden on the road; in
exceptional circumstances, they may be ridden on the
sidewalk.

2. Bicycles are to be ridden on the left side of the road.

3. On the sidewalk, priority is given to pedestrians, and bi-
cycles are to be ridden slowly on the side closer to the
road.

4. Safety rules must be observed (see the illustrations).

5. Children below 13 years of age are advised to wear a
helmet.
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Riding alongside other bicycles is prohibited.
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Always turn on your bicycle’s front light when
riding at night.
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Running a red light is prohibited.
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Be sure to make a complete stop and check for
safety at places with a stop sign.
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Bicycle Casualty Insurance

As of April 1, 2020, the Tokyo Metropolitan Government re-
quires all bicycle riders to enroll in insurance to ensure that
they can pay for any damage or injury to others if the rider
is involved in a cycling accident.

If the bicycle rider is under legal age (a minor), the parent/
guardian must enroll in this type of insurance.

O Types of Insurance

You may be able to include bicycle casual insurance as
a special contract in casualty insurance, fire insurance or
vehicle (car) insurance. There are also insurance programs
for bicycles in which you can easily enroll at convenience
stores or via the Internet. There is also insurance that is dis-
played on bicycles (TS mark) that have undergone official
safety inspection. Since there are cases in which liability is
covered in insurance plans that you are already be enrolled
in, please check with your insurance agent.

For more information, please ask your insurance company
or insurance agent.
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There are procedures to complete
when the owner of a hicycle changes
Is bicycle theft prevention registration necessary?

Yes. If you own a bicycle, you must complete this theft pre-
vention registration. Registration clarifies the owner of the
bicycle, which is useful if it is stolen or impounded.

How to complete bicycle theft preven-
tion registration

You can register at the store where you purchased your
bike if the shop is a bicycle theft prevention registration
Spot.

Procedures when giving your hicycle to
someone or when receiving a bike from
another

O Person A (original owner): First, deregister at a bicycle
theft prevention registration spot. If you do not have
a copy of your theft prevention registration, create a
transfer certificate and give it to Person B (new owner).

O Person B (new owner): Bring the documents Person A
gave you, some form of official personal identification,
and the bicycle to a bicycle theft prevention registration
spot to reregister it.

<Item necessary for registration>

1) The bicycle; 2) ID: an official form of identification (driver's
license, health insurance card, etc.), residence card if
you are a foreign resident, etc.; 3) a copy of the previous
owner’s theft prevention registration or transfer certificate; 4)
registration fee: 660 yen (tax free)

<Terms>

¢ Bicycle theft prevention registration spot: These are
places such as bicycle shops, supermarkets, or home
improvement stores having a sign identifying them as reg-
istration spots.

® Copy of theft prevention registration: This refers to the
bicycle theft prevention registration card (customer copy)
you receive when you purchase a bicycle.

o Transfer certificate: The form does not matter as long as
it is clear that Person A is giving Person B the bicycle.
For example, if you write “I, A, am giving B a bicycle,” this
becomes a transfer certificate.
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O Recyclable Resources (separate them by
category when putting it out)
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Glass bottles, cans, plastic bottles, gas
cylinders, spray cans, dry-cell batteries
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Let’s sort our garbage properly

Shinjuku City promotes recycling by sorting the garbage it
collects into the following categories: “recyclable resourc-
es”, “combustible garbage”, “metal, ceramics, and glass”,
and “oversized garbage”.

Note: When disposing of recyclable resources and garbage,
be sure to follow the rules concerning the designated type
of garbage/recyclable, the designated day of the week, the
designated time, and the designated location.

Sorting out your garbage is not so complicated once you
get used to it. Let’s reduce our waste, keeping the “mot-
tainai” spirit in mind! For information about how to sepa-
rate garbage, leaflets are available in Japanese, English,
Chinese, Korean, Filipino, Thai, Vietnamese, Nepalese,
Burmese, French and Arabic. You can also check Shinjuku

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Let’s recycle

Many types of household garbage can be recycled and
used again. Sorting your garbage properly and putting out
these items will more effectively use the limited resources
of this planet. For this reason, there are rules regarding gar-
bage disposal in Shinjuku City.

Flow of recycling (examples)
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Milk cartons — toilet paper, tissue, etc.
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How to dispose of oversized garbage
Oversized garbage refers to large household garbage with
one side roughly longer than 30 centimeters.

Fees differ according to the type of oversized garbage. Ad-
vanced registration is necessary.

Avoid trouble with neighbors related to
daily life noise

Daily life noise refers to sounds that arise from everyday liv-
ing, and anyone can end up causing them or hearing them.
How people feel about noise varies depending on how
familiar they are with neighbors and how they're feeling that
day. Sometimes once someone gets annoyed by a sound,
they become sensitive to that noise.

If this kind of trouble occurs, put yourself in the other per-
son’s shoes, discuss the situation, and do what you can to
solve the problem.

<& Points for preventing daily life noise trouble >

P Avoid making loud noises late at night or early in the
morning

P Set up televisions, audio equipment, outdoor units of air
conditioners, washing machines, and other items that
cause noise away from walls you share with a neighbor

» Keep your noise level and usage time in mind for televi-
sions and audio equipment, and use headphones if nec-
essary

» When purchasing air conditioners or washing machines,
choose models that are quiet, and avoid using them late
at night or early in the morning

P Keep the sound of conversations, footsteps and the
opening/closing of doors down if you are living in an
apartment

» Avoid making noise when your windows are open

P Install soundproof mats, soundproof curtains, and dou-
ble-sash windows

» Maintain a good relationship with your neighbors

P Use a sound level meter (% ) to check how much noise
you are making

% We rent sound level meters

You can rent sound level meters (pictured) if you live, work
or go to school in the city (rental period: one week). Please
use a meter to prevent sound-related trouble.

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If you’re unsure ahout anything, just ask

If you have questions about how to dispose your garbage
or want to know where the nearest supermarket is, try
asking your neighbors. In most cases, they will be able to
provide the answers you need. Most Japanese people are
kind and nice to others.

To get to know your community better, we recommend join-
ing your Chokai (town council) or Jichikai (community
group)(*). This will help you to become better acquainted
with more neighbors. They can serve as a nice support
group if you find yourself needing assistance.

If your lack of confidence in your Japanese abilities discour-
ages you from asking questions, feel free to use the consul-
tation services for foreign residents, or check the websites
of living information for foreign residents (for more informa-
tion, see page 4, 11, and 12).

* Chokai (town council) or Jichikai (community group) is a voluntary
community organization in which residents who are members take part
in various activities such as holding events and festivals to promote
security and human relationships in the community and conducting
anticrime patrols.
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Procedures to take at
the Shinjuku City Office

In Japan, there are broadly three categories of administrative
bodies: national government, prefectures, and municipalities
(such as cities, towns, and villages). Services most closely
related to local people such as welfare are provided by mu-
nicipalities—in our case, the Shinjuku City Office.

To use the administrative services provided by the office,
you first need to provide notification and complete certain
procedures.

Resident registration provides both a record and proof of your
address and the members of your household. The resident
registration system serves as the basis for all administrative
services offered by Shinjuku City. Like Japanese residents, all
non-Japanese individuals who intend to live in Japan for the
medium to long-term (medium to long-term residents) are
required to register.

[Arrival in Japan]

After arriving in Japan, medium to long-term residents that move
to Shinjuku City are required to submit the residence card (zairyu
card) they are issued (or passport if the residence card is to be is-
sued at a later date) and a moving-in notification within 14 days of
entering Japan.

+ For families that move to Shinjuku City, if the head of the house-
hold is non-Japanese, original documents proving the relation-
ship between the members of the family and the head of the
household and the corresponding Japanese translations of
these documents are required.

+ After submitting the moving-in notification, you can apply for a
copy of your juminhyo (small fee required).

[Moving to a different address]

When you move to a different address within Shinjuku City, re-
member to submit a change of address notification. When you
plan to move to another city, you must submit a moving-out
notification. Make sure to present your residence card when you
submit either of these notifications.

You are required to carry your residence card with you at all
times.

Pension

In Japan, a pension system has been established as a part
of the social insurance system to provide an annuity for the
aged, the disabled, and the bereaved.

In Japan, children between 6 and 15 years of age are en-
titled to an education. This is compulsory, and comprises
six years at an elementary school and three years at a junior
high school, for a total of nine years. Admission charges,
tuition, textbooks, and school lunches are free of charge,
while educational materials, etc. are to be paid for by par-
ents. Foreigners wishing to attend municipal schools may
also apply, and if their applications are accepted they will be
enrolled as students.

When you go to a real estate agency, it is better
if you are able to speak Japanese. If you are
not confident in your language abilities, ask a
Japanese-speaking friend to come with you.
Before signing or sealing the contract, make sure
to carefully check the contents and details.

@ Initial cost for renting a room

When you start renting a house or apartment, you need
money equivalent to several months’ rent including gift
money (reikin), a deposit (shikikin), and the agent’s fee in
addition to the first month’s rent.

[Shikikin] Money that is entrusted to the owner of the
apartment or house as a guarantee. When your contract
expires and you vacate your room, the whole amount is to
be returned in principle. But if you fall behind in your rent, or
soil or damage the room badly enough to need repair work,
the necessary amount to pay for it will be deducted from
the deposit.

[Reikin] A non-returnable gratuity to be paid to your land-
lord. Recently, however, rental housing and apartments that
don’t require reikin are becoming more common.

Advice from sempai |

Make sure to take good care of the room
you rent. If you don't, the deposit you
paid will be used for repairs, and you'll get
nothing back. Be careful not to spoil the
kitchen with oil or let the bathroom get
moldy, or make any holes in the wall.

Houses are small and built close together. In some apart-
ments, sounds can be heard through the wall. Avoid talking
loudly or listening to the TV or music with the volume turned
up high.

We have to be especially careful at night. Try to be thoughtful
and considerate of your neighbors and others living upstairs
and downstairs.

Be sure to check pages 34 and 35 concerning trouble related
to noise in everyday living.
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“Rent in Tokyo is expensive, so | want to share a room with my friends.”
You can't let others live in your apartment, sublet it, or renovate it without your landlord’s permission. Be sure to consult
with your landlord or the real estate agency.
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“I'm lonely. Maybe I'll keep a cat.”

Keeping pets is completely banned in some houses and
apartments. Be sure to check the rules and contracts in
advance.
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“I have too many things to put in my room, and here is some vacant space in the

corridor. | can use this space.”

You’ re not allowed to leave your belongings in shared spaces including corridors and stairs.
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“Is it ok to put out kitchen garbage as is?”

Do not throw out smelly kitchen garbage as is. Wrap it up
in a newspaper and put it in a plastic bag, then tie the bag
shut. Double-bagging garbage is another good way to
cover the smell. Always make sure your garbage is pack-
aged in a way that prevents odors from escaping, and
dispose of your garbage by 8 a.m. on the day kitchen gar-
bage is collected. If you dispose of smelly garbage as-is
on the day before collection, crows and cats will tear open
the garbage bags and scatter the trash. Take the neces-
sary precautions to keep your neighborhood and streets
clean.
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It is well-known that Japanese people love taking a bath.
In Japan, there are numerous onsen (hot springs) all across
the country that attract foreign tourists. There are also sento
(public baths) around the town where you can casually en-
joy a Japanese bath.

But hold on just a minute! Before going to a sento, make

sure you know the proper bathing etiquette. This section
describes how to take a bath the Japanese way.

(@ Please wash your body outside the bathtub first, and
rinse thoroughly before getting into the bathtub. (This is
to keep the water clean for everyone to use. In Japan,
family members share the hot water in the bathtub at
home as well, not draining it until the last family member
has finished bathing.)

@ Please be careful not to splash any soap or water on
the people around you.

® Please do not wash clothing in the bathing areas.
@ Please do not put your towel in the bathwater.

® Please do not shout or speak in an excessively loud
voice.

® Please wipe off and dry your body before returning to
the changing room.

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Let’s prepare for/earthquakes

Japan is an earthquake-prone country. One of the biggest
earthquakes to ever strike Japan occurred in March 2011,
with the Tohoku area suffering the most damage. It's very
important to be ready at all times so you don’t panic in an
emergency. When an earthquake occurs, do not attempt to
rush out of the building in a panic. Rather, try to ensure your
safety by getting under a table or some other safe place.
Also, it may be a good experience for you to participate in
one of your community’s disaster-prevention drills. Mutual
support among neighbors is indispensable in an emergen-
¢y, so try to keep a good relationship with your neighbors in
your dalily life.

Preparation 1 Make sure the items of furniture in your rooms
are firmly fixed in place. Be especially careful

about your bedroom furniture.

Prepare an emergency backpack that contains
valuable documents (cash, passport, personal
ID), survival food (canned foods, biscuits, and
other types of food that do not need to be
cooked), water, and portable toilets, etc.

Preparation 3 Confirm your evacuation site. Evacuate to an
evacuation area such as a a large park if a fire
breaks out.

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How to go to a hospital and see a doctor
(1) Reception

Visiting for the first time
Give your insurance card to the receptionist (see page
44), and explain that this is your first visit (shoshin).
Write your symptoms on the medical questionnaire
you receive. These forms typically have spaces to write
information such as the problem area, when the symp-
toms started, and how you're feeling right now. If you
don’t have an insurance card, you'll need to show an
ID such as your passport or residence card.

Follow-up visits
Give your patient ID card to the receptionist. If you're
visiting the hospital for the first time that month, you'll
also be required to show your insurance card once
more. (This is so the hospital can confirm there have
been no changes to your insurance information since
the previous visit.)

(2) Go to the waiting room and wait for the doctor to see you

After turning in your medical questionnaire, sit in the
waiting room until your name is called. If you received
a number at the reception desk, wait until that number
is called.

Please refrain from making phone calls, speaking in a
loud voice, or eating in the waiting room.

(3) See the doctor

When your name or number is called, enter the exami-
nation room and the doctor will examine you.

(4) Go back to the waiting room and wait for your hill to be

prepared
When your examination is complete, return to the wait-
ing room and wait for your bill.

(5) Pay for your visit

When your name or number is called, pay the bill for
your examination. Patients who presented their insur-
ance cards pay only a portion of the total cost.

If you've been prescribed medicine, you'll receive the
prescription at this step.

(6) Take your prescription to a pharmacy

Go to a pharmacy that handles prescriptions and
purchase your medicine. In some cases, you can also
purchase it inside the hospital facility.

~ Status of residence and working in Japan ~

When it comes to status of residence, there are broadly two
types: one that allows you to work and another that does
not allow you to work without permission from the Tokyo
Regional Immigration Bureau to engage in activities beyond
the scope of your visa. If you have a residential status such
as “College Student” or “Dependent”, you can work within
28 hours a week once you've got permission. But be care-
ful. If you work at a sex-related business or work longer
than the specified work hours, you risk losing your status of
residence.

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Japanese culture column 3 Japanese table manners
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After you get used to living in Japan, it's important to learn
Japanese table manners. A good way to learn proper
table etiquette is to eat with Japanese acquaintances and
observe them. In recent years Japanese food has become
quite popular around the world, so there are many people
from outside Asia who can use chopsticks well. Chopsticks
are also used in many Asian countries, such as China and
Korea, so the only thing they need to learn are the differ-
ences in eating habits. Here we will discuss basic Japanese
table manners!
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Hl Holding bowls or plates

When you eat Japanese food, hold the rice bowl or miso
soup bowl in your hand. It is bad manners to leave a bowl
on the table and lean forward to eat. This is called “inugui”
(eating like a dog), and implies that you bring your mouth to
the food to slop it up. However, you don’t have to hold your
plate when eating non-Japanese food, or eating Japanese
food from a large plate.
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B Kiraibashi (poor chopstick etiquette)

There are a large number of rules for dining with chopsticks.
Even Japanese people struggle to remember them all.

It's important to enjoy your meal, but always remember
to mind your manners.
